Note 1 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

Accounts Receivable

The Organization does not record unenforceable pledges receivable.
Receivables are recorded for amounts owed in connection with the
Organization’s annual golf tournament. All such receivables were collected
subsequent to year end. The Organization’s policy is to evaluate receivables on
a case by case basis for collectability.

Federal Income Taxes

The Internal Revenue Service has determined that the Organization qualifies as
an organization exempt from federal income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes is necessary
or has been reflected in the accompanying financial statements.

Note 2 - Restricted Net Assets

There are no permanently or temporarily restricted net assets.

Note 3 - Concentration of Risk

For the year ended October 31, 2008, 28% of all contributions were received
from two donors.

Note 4 — Related Party Transactions

As further discussed in Note 1, use of a medical clinic was provided at no charge
by a member of the Organization’s Board of Directors to the Organization.

The related party payable reflected in the accompanying Statement of Financial
Position is owed to a member of the Board of Directors.

Included in the amount recorded in home and facility construction in the
accompanying Statement of Activities are amounts totaling $13,711 for the
purchase of land donated to a charity controlled by a related party for
construction of a medical facility.
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Note 5 — Foreign Operations

The Organization’s operations are conducted primarily in Mexico. However, all
contributions are received from US individuals and entities, and substantially all
expenses are paid in US dollars.

It is always reasonably possible that foreign operations could be disrupted.
Should disruption occur, the Organization owns no assets in Mexico, and
therefore has little exposure to loss from such disruption.
